Ultimately for a true believer it comes down to: God is
enough for us: He is the best protector.
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“He is with you wherever you may be.” [Quran 57:4]

The good deeds one performs are likened to a tree in
the Quran: “[Prophet], do you not see how God makes
comparisons? A good word is like a good tree whose
root is firm and whose branches are high in the sky,
yielding constant fruit by its Lord's leave— God makes
such comparisons for people so that they may reflect”
[14: 24-25]

“Goodly word refers to testifying to la ilaha ilallah, (none
has the right to be worshipped but Allah), while goodly
tree is a believer (whose root is firmly fixed), indicates
that [a ilaha ilallah, (none has the right to be worshipped
but Allah) is firm in the believers’ heart. The branches

refer to the believer whose good works ascend to heaven

by day and by night and at all times.”*

The saying goes: “O Allah, | never knew heartbreak until |
disobeyed You and | never knew happiness until | obeyed
You."”
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Imam al-ShafiT ... said: “All humans are dead except
those who have knowledge; and all those who have
knowledge are asleep, except those who do good deeds;
and those who do deeds are deceived, except those who
are sincere; and those who are sincere are always in a
state of worry.”

Sufyan al-Thawri ‘s mother ... used to say to him: “My
son, do not seek knowledge unless you intended to act

upon it. Otherwise, it will be a calamity upon you on the

Day of Rising.”43

May Allah s grant us sincerity, and the ability to act
upon knowledge in doing good.
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Al-Hasan al-Basri ... said: “As much as you fix your
salah, your life will be fixed. If you are wondering why
there is a delay in your sustenance, in your marriage, in
your work, in your health, look into your salah; are you
delaying it?”

lbn al-Qayyim ... said: “You stand in your prayers with
your body, directing your face to the gibla, while your
heart is directed to a different territory? Woe to you! That
prayer (of yours) is not worthy of being a mahr (dower) for
paradise, how then can it be befitting for (attaining) the

love of Allah?”
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“You must stop your fingers from grabbing the water
when the river, much like your fate, leads its own way.”

“And unto Allah is the end of all affairs.” [Quran 31:22]

Someone asked al-Hasan al-Basri -..—.: “What is the
secret to your piety?”

He replied: “l understood four things:

1.1 understood that my rizq
(provision/sustenance decreed by Allah )
cannot be taken by anyone, so my heart
become content.

2. | understood that no one can do my actions
(worship) for me, so | started doing them
myself.

3. | understood that Allah is watching me, so |
became ashamed to do wrong.

4. | understood that death is waiting for me, so
| started to prepare for my meeting with
Allah”

May Allah s grant us this understanding and the ability
to act according to it.
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One wise man said: “Why do you worry? For Allah s
provides for the ant in the dark hole and the fishes in the
depth of the oceans. Do you then think that He will
forget you?”

“When those few young men took refuge in the cave,
they said, ‘our Lord! Have a special mercy and guide us
to rationality in our matter’.” [Quran 18:10]

That is a supplication that exemplifies depending on
Allah s and knowing that Allah will provide for you with
firm conviction. It was the conviction of the “people of
the cave” that saved them. Allah’s response lasted 309
years.
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A believers’ most powerful tool is his dua.

Imam lbn al-Qayyim says regarding this ......: “If Allah did
not want to accept your dua, He would have not guided
you to make it (in the first place).”

He ... also said: “"whoever is inspired (By Allah) to
supplicate (to Allah), then a response has already been
intended for him, for Allah has said ‘Call on me, | will
answer you’ [Quran 40:60].”
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The living heart

lbn Qayyim ... said: “The keys to the life of the heart
lie in:

1. Reflecting upon the Quran.

2. Being humble before Allah in secret.

3. Leaving sins.”
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“And whatever you have of favor - it is from Allah.”
[Quran 16:53]

Being content and thankful to Allah s for the
innumerable blessings He has bestowed upon us is the
key to a sound and happy heart; recognizing that
whatever Allah s has bestowed upon us was never ours
but was a gift in the first place that we were undeserving

of.

Bakr b. ‘Abdullah al-Muzani ..., said: “O son of Adam,
if you wish to know the magnitude of the blessings that
Allah has bestowed upon you then close your eyes.”
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The light of guidance Muhammad g said: “Whoever
among you wakes up physically healthy, feeling safe and
secure within himself, with food for the day, it is as if he

has acquired the whole world.”
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lbn al-Qayyim ... said: “If Allah wants well for a servant,
he strips away from his heart the ability to see his own
good deeds and to speak about them with his tongue,
and preoccupies him with seeing his own sin and it

continues to remain in front of his eyes until he enters

Paradise.

When preoccupied with one's self-development and
spiritual growth, one continuously benefits from anything
taking place in their life whether it is an apparent bad or
good. When one is steadfast and patient, contentment
and thankfulness will be present, leading to Allah s
being pleased with His servant.

lbn Taymiyyah ... said: “I have realized that the best

dua one can make is for Allah to be pleased with

them.”

lbn al-Jawzi -..... said, regarding this: “ You are the most

precious creature to Allah, so be content with what Allah
has decreed for you, because he who loves never
questions or accuses the one he loves. The grace of Allah
upon you in all that He has created for your sake is as

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For those who make Allah their primary concern, there is
only peace, because whatever happens to them in this
life is considered good and is accepted as the will of
Allah. Imagine having only good in your life. That is the
state of this type of believer, as the Prophet g% says:
“Wondrous are the believers’ affairs. For him there is
good in all his affairs, and this is so only for the believer.
When something pleasing happens to him, he is grateful
and that is good for him; and when something

displeasing happens to him, he is enduring (has sabr),

and that is good for him. "+’
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All b. Abl Talib ««¢ said : “Allah does not inspire the
seeking of forgiveness in any servant He wishes to
punish.”

lbn al-Jawzi ... said: “Never become impatient if the
hardship continues for long, and never tire of
supplication. You are being tested by the hardship, and
your patient and supplication are acts of worship, there
never despair of God'’s mercy, even if it the hardship is

. 50
long in duration.
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The Prophet g4 said: “Even if a person was in sujud from
birth until death, they will still be regretful on the Day of

51
Judgment.”

This powerful hadith captures the urgent importance of
doing goods no matter what they are. We need every
good deed we can muster for the Day of the great
gathering.

The Quran mentions the wise man Lugman’s advice to his
son:

“We endowed Lugman with wisdom: ‘Be thankful to
God: whoever gives thanks benefits his own soul, and as
for those who are thankless—God is self-sufficient,
worthy of all praise.

Lugman counselled his son, ‘My son, do not attribute any
partners to God: attributing partners to Him is a terrible
wrong.’

We have commanded people to be good to their
parents: their mothers carried them, with strain upon
strain, and it takes two years to wean them. Give thanks
to Me and to your parents- all will return to Me.

If they strive to make you associate with Me anything
about which you have no knowledge, then do not obey
them. Yet keep their company in this life according to
what is right, and follow the path of those who turn to



Me. You will all return to Me in the end, and | will tell you
everything that you have done. [And Lugman continued],
‘My son, if even the weight of a mustard seed were
hidden in a rock or anywhere in the heavens or earth,
God would bring it [to light], for He is all subtle and all
aware. Keep up the prayer, my son; command what is
right; forbid what is wrong; bear anything that happens
to you steadfastly: these are things to be aspired to. Do
not turn your nose up at people, nor walk about the
place arrogantly, for God does not love arrogant or
boastful people. Go at a moderate pace and lower your
voice, for the ugliest of all voices is the braying of
asses.””

He would provide for you
as He provides for the birds: The sustenance of the
birds is on Allah because the birds do not have an owner,
hence, they fly wherever they please in the air. They
leave early in the morning from their nests to obtain the
sustenance of Allah. They go out early in the morning
hungry: There is nothing in their stomachs when they go
out during the early part of the day, but they depend on
their Lord Almighty and return meaning they return in
the later part of the day full meaning with filled stomachs
from the sustenance of Allah.
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A Khutbah given by Nouman Ali Khan highlighted the
balance in life and the outlook we should adopt.

Your connection with Allah is that of intimate and close
friendship.

Humans were created in difficulty: exhaustive labor:

Allah created us in a storm, worried about sinking—faith
gives you the strength and ability to navigate and go
through the storm.

Two of the hardest burdens: sadness (the past - feeling
sad is not a sign of not having faith — think of Ya'qub
pdlels and our Prophet g regarding Khadijah) and fear
(worrying about the future). Think of the mother of Masa
plilelss she was told to throw her child in the water. He
may flip, may sink etc. Allah told her not to be sad or



afraid. Allah helps you navigate these feelings and allows
you to stay sane through them. You and | are not capable
of controlling our emotions without Allah. Strength is
given by Allah to go through these emotions.

The word “rabb” (Lord) firstly gives the meaning of the
One who keeps making this easy and gives constantly
more than | deserve. Secondly, He makes sure always for
me to grow out of weakness and sadness. The One who
makes sure | don't fall apart and stay in place. Thirdly, He
is in charge of what | do. When this view is adopted, the
power that the creation has over you bounces off of you
and goes away. Reality does not change but you change.
You keep struggling to straighten yourself.
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lbn al-Qayyim ... said: “Be in this worldly life like a bee,
when it eats, it eats what is pure (i.e. nectar); when it
feeds, it feeds what is pure (i.e. honey). And when it lands
on something, it does not break it nor cause it ruin.”

“O Allah! | seek refuge with You from worry and sadness,
from incapacity and laziness, from cowardice and
miserliness, from being heavily in debt and from being

overpowered by (other) men.”
lbn al-Qayyim ... said: “Sadness weakens the heart and
diminishes determination and wanting to go forward.
And there is nothing more beloved to Shaytan than the
sadness of a believer.”

lbn al-Qayyim ... said: “Do not ruin your happiness
with worry, and do not ruin your mind with pessimism. Do
not ruin your success with deception and do not ruin the
optimism of others by destroying it. Do not ruin your day
by looking back at yesterday. If you think about your
situation, you will find that Allah # has given you things
without asking, so have trust in Allah #: that He does not
prevent anything you want except there is goodness in it
for you. You could be sleeping, and the doors of the
heavens are being opened with duas being made on
your behalf, subhanAllah: perhaps from someone poor
whom you helped, or someone sad whom you brought
joy, or someone passing by and you smiled at him, or
someone in distress and you removed it. So do not ever
underestimate any good deeds.”

vanish from your thoughts. This is because Allah is
greater than everything, and you are standing before the
One greater than everything.”

“The salah should be seen as an honor and a gift rather

than a burden to be performed and get done with.””’
The honor we are presented with five times a day, not
once or twice or three times but five times a day to stand
before the Lord of the worlds is the epitome of honor
and blessedness that we can experience in our day.
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lbn al-Qayyim -.... said: “A person should spend an hour
before bed for Allah, giving an account of his soul: what
loss he suffered today and what income he gained today.

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Abu Hafsah Abdul Malik Clare, may Allah reward him,
said: “Don’t wait to get old to worship Allah. If today is
your last day, you are old already.”

Imam Sufyan al-Thawri ... said: “I fear that my iman will

be taken away at the point of death.”™
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lbn al-Jawzi ... said: “Know that if people are
impressed with you, in reality they are impressed with the
beauty of Allah’s covering of your sins.”

his sinfulness, and do not let him know your secrets, and
consult those who fear Allah for your affairs.”

It is reported that al-Hasan al-Basri -..... said: “Verily,
Allah lets (a person) enjoy a blessing for as long as He
wills. But when He is no longer thanked for it, He turns it

into a punishment.

He also said: “People appear similar during times of
ease. But when hardship and trials arrive, that is when

their true nature becomes apparent.
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Abu Hurayrah reports that the Prophet g said

“Al-tagwa is here,” and he pointed to his chest three
times.

The Successor Talq b. Habib ...... said upon being asked
about tagwa,

“That you perform the obedience of Allah upon a light
from Allah, hoping for the reward of Allah. And you
abandon disobedience of Allah upon a light from Allah,
fearing the punishment of Allah.”

lbn al-Qayyim ... commented on this saying: “This is
the best that has been said concerning the definition of
tagwa for indeed every action must have a beginning
cause to it and an objective. An action can never be
considered to be obedience and a cause to draw one
closer to Allah until its point of commencement and
cause are unadulterated faith, not habit, not base desires,
not the wish for praise and position, nor other such
things. Its objective must be the reward that lies with
Allah and His good pleasure, this being the definition of
ihtisab (the patience of those seeking the reward from
Allah).”
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lbn al-Qayyim ... said: “The one who is truthful does

not care about his status in the eyes of the creation.

lbn al-Jawzi ... said: “Whoever acts pious for the sake
of the creation is in effect worshipping them, although he
does not realize it.”

Clinging to the truth as if for dear life should also reflect
our reality when we declare our testimony of faith.
Guidance and faith are like water for fish. Without them,
we cannot survive. Thus, sticking to the truth sincerely for
the sake of Allah s will give us life and hope.
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lbn Rajab al-Hanbali ... said: “Man! Were you to go to
the door of the governor, he would not receive you or
give you any attention, perhaps he will even prevent you
from getting near him. But the King of Kings is saying,
‘Whoever comes to Me walking, | will go to him running,’
yet you turn away from Him and run after another! You

have been cheated in the worst of manners and you have

lost out in the severest of ways!
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lbn al-Jawzi ... said: “The planning of The Almighty is
better for you than your own planning, and He could
deprive you from what you ask to test your patient. So let
Him see from you a determined patience and you will
soon see from Him what will give you joy. And when you
have cleaned the paths of answering from the stains of
sins and were patient about what He has chosen for you,
then everything that happens to you is better for you
whether you were given or deprived of what you have
requested.”
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lbn Rajab al-Hanbali ... said: “The worth of every man
is judged by what he seeks. None can put a value to one
who seeks Allah for this is immeasurable. The one who
seeks after the world is too lowly to be valued. Al-Shibli
said, ‘whoever holds fast to this world will be burned by
its blaze until he becomes ashes blown about by the
wind. Whoever holds on to the hereafter will be burned
by its light such that he becomes a pure gold of the
highest quality and is benefited from. Whoever holds on
to Allah will be burned by the light of tawhid and will
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become a jewel that is beyond value’.

He also said: “Whoever's ambitions are truly great will
only ever be content with seeking Allah, Glorious and
Exalted is He.”
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lbrahim b. Adham said: “We live such a life (of amazing
pleasure in the worship of Allah) that if the kings knew
about it, they would fight us over it with swords.”

lbn Taymiyyah ... said: “Sometimes the heart is in such
a state that | say: if the people of paradise experience
this, then they indeed have a wonderful life.”

He also said: “The heart sometimes dances rapturously,
from the happiness of remembering Allah and of feeling
close to Him.”

Aid al-Qarni said in his book: “Don‘t blindly feel grief;
instead, make sure you know the value of the thing over
which you feel sad.”
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Al-Bukhari records on the authority of Abl Hurayra <« s
that the Prophet & said: “Your actions alone will not
save any of you.” They asked, “Messenger of Allah, not
even you?” He replied, “Not even me, unless Allah were
to envelop me in His mercy. Be firm; steadfast and
balanced; and journey (worship) in the beginning of the
day, the end of the day, and a portion of the latter part of
the night (night prayers). Moderation, moderation!

Through this will you attain your goal.”1

He also recorded this hadith in another place with the

Wording103: “This religion is easy, none makes it hard
upon himself except that it overwhelms him; therefore be
firm, steadfast, and balanced; upon which have glad
tidings! Seek help in this by journeying (to Allah) at the
beginning of the day, at the end of the day, and a portion

of the latter part of the night.”104

Aid al Qarni mentions in his book  six ingredients of

happiness:

1.

2.

The first is to have a firm trust in Allah, the
Almighty.

The second is resigning oneself to the
inescapable fact that everything that is
decreed will happen and will follow its
unalterable course.

. The third is that patience has no substitute

for the positive effect it has on the afflicted.

. The fourth is an unwavering belief in the

implications of this question: “Without
showing  forbearance, what  will |
accomplish?”

. The fifth is to ask oneself: “Why should | be a

willful party to my own destruction?”

. The sixth is knowing that from one hour to

the next, circumstances are transformed, and
difficulties vanish.
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Aid al Qarni lists yet another set of conclusions he
reached after reading the biographies of successful
people:

1. A person’s value is based on the good he or
she does. This is a saying of ‘All ««s, and it
means that a person’s knowledge, character,
worship and generosity are the yardsticks by
which we measure his or her worth.

“Verily the most honorable of you with Allah is that
(believer) who is pious.” [Quran 49:13]

2. One’s status in this life and in the hereafter
depends on determination, striving, and
sacrifice.

“And if they had intended to march out, certainly, they
would made preparation for it...” [Quran 9:46]

“And strive hard in Allah’s cause as you ought to strive
(with sincerity and with all your efforts that His name
should be superior.” [Quran 22:78]

3. Each of us-by the will of Allah—is the maker
of our own history. We write our life's story
with our good and bad deeds.



“Indeed it is We Who bring the dead to life and record
what they have put forth and what they have left behind,
and all things We have enumerated in a clear register.”
[36:12]

4. Life is short and passes quickly. Do not make
it shorter by sinning, by worrying, or by
quarrelling.

“The day they see it, (it will be) as if they had not tarried
(in the world) except an afternoon or a morning.” [Quran
79:46]
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Summarized from al-Dhahabi’s Siyar Alam al-Nubala’ (the

biographies of renowned people) , is a central point:

Whoever places their hopes or trust in something or
someone other than Allah, then Allah will abandon them
and make that thing or person the cause of their ruin

“On the Day God will say, ‘Call on those you claimed
were My partners,” they will call them, but they will not
answer; We shall set a deadly gulf between them. The
evildoers will see the Fire and they will realize that they
are about to fall into it: they will find no escape from it.”

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Imam al-ShafiT ... said: “If you want to fix your heart, or
would like to see improvement in your child or friend, or
anyone for that matter, then direct them to places where
the Quran is recited and direct them to be in the
company of the Quran. Allah will then cause them to

become better, regardless of whether they want to or
not!”'’

Shaykh al-Albani ... said: “One proof is sufficient for
the seeker of truth, but 1000 proofs are not enough for

the person of desires.”

Nouman Ali Khan, may Allah bless him, said: “Loyalty is
to the truth, your loyalty is to the word of Allah, your
loyalty is to where the evidence leads you.”
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Umar b. al-Khattdb <« «'¢ said: "“take account of
yourselves before it is taken of you. Weigh your deeds
before they are weighed for you (on the Day of
Judgment), and beautify yourselves (with good deeds) for
the great display (on the Day of Judgment).

“Know that pain comes with standing by the truth just
like all the Prophets endured. Faith does not mean you
will not have sadness, like Yaqib ¢« was sad for
having been separated from Yasuf ¢ «&; you cannot be
reduced to a past mistake either just like Masa &'« was
not in regards for killing a man accidentally; people
degrading you does not take away from Allah honoring

you just like Maryam ewitt These stories are live and
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forever relevant. Make an effort to ponder”
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Al-Hasan al-Basri ... says: “You will always find a
believer questioning himself: ‘What did | mean by this
word? What did | eat this food for? What do | mean by
speaking to myself thus?’ A transgressor will go on never
blaming himself.”

The true believer is constantly self-reproaching as Allah
s mentions in the Quran:

“And by the self-reproaching soul! Does man think We
shall not put his bones back together? In fact, We can
reshape his very fingertips.” [Quran 75:2-4]
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‘Umar b. al-Khattab « 1+ said: “l am not worried about
whether my dua will be responded to, but rather | am
worried about whether | will be able to make dua or not.

So if | have been guided (by Allah) to make dua, then (I
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know) that the response will come with it.

“Reminders not advice:

1. You are strong enough to carry this trial or
Allah would not have given it to you

2. He loves you more than anyone will ever love
you including yourself

3. Maybe your pain is a blessing in ways only
He knows, and you must trust

4. Ask Allah for healing but do not question His
care for you

5. Your Duas are dearer to Him than those not
tested like you
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The nature of this world is that it's not perfect. That
means we will at times go through pain, but not everyone
goes through the process of healing.

From the start of our lives, we go through a process of
pain in order to learn and grow. A baby must leave the
comfort of the womb to enter this world. A toddler must
learn to stand and fall, stand and fall, stand and fall, in
order to walk.

When we get hurt, our focus is on our ego. We focus so
much on our pain that we can’t see outside of it, and in
that state we stunt our own healing. One can understand
why, but we end up making it worse for yourself, picking
at the scab. However, it is important to state here that
this does not delegitimize your pain and sadness. Our
emotions are legitimate because they are created by
Allah.

It is a dangerous statement to make that a believe should
never be sad. The Prophets themselves felt sadness; in
fact the day of Taif happened in the Year of Sadness!
Allah does not ask us to suppress our emotions because
they serve a purpose. Ya'qib o« '« him lost Yusuf o 4k
and went blind out of sadness. This negates the myth
that crying, and grief is from a lack of faith or patience.
Rather, crying to Allah is the fastest way of healing. It is
described in Quran as the state of tadarru—a state of



humility and need for Allah. A believer will feel sad at
times, but a believer should not despair. Despair and
hopelessness is from Shaytan.

This is what faith (iman) does for a believer - it turns us to
the power of dua. The core of dua is hope in Allah. One
of the biggest mistakes we make in our dua is to
restricting Allah. Allah’s provision is endless, and nothing
is impossible for Him. Zakariya o'« |earned from
Maryam ¢« this important lesson. When he saw she
received provision straight from Allah (fruits out of
season), he asked Allah for a child even though he was
old and his wife barren. Never limit the ability of Allah to
provide for you. Never limit the mercy of Allah. When you
ask, ask without restriction. The key to dua is hope. Never
lose it.
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A wise poet said: “my own soul that possess things is
itself departing, so why should | cry over a possession

when it leaves?”
“Everything will perish save His face.” [Quran 28:88]

“We have adorned the earth with attractive things so that
We may test people to find out which of them do best,
but We shall reduce all this to barren dust.” [Quran 18:7-
8]
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Let Days Go Forth

Let days go forth and do as they please

And remain firm when settled is the Decree

Don't be afraid of what happens by night

For the affairs of this world are not to last

And be a man, strong in the face of calamities

And let your nature be that of kindness and honesty
If your faults become too much in front of the people
And you wish that they were to be concealed,

But if decree descends, then decree is constricted

Let days be the ones that betray you at all times

For no cure can avail a person of death
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Advice from Imam lbn al-Qayyim ...:

“A friend will not (literally) share your struggles, and a
loved one cannot physically take away your pain, and a
close one will not stay up the night on your behalf. So
look after yourself, protect yourself, nurture yourself and
do not give life's events more than what they are really
worth. Know for certain that when you break no one will
heal you except you, and when you are defeated no one
will give you victory except your determination. Your
ability to stand up again and carry on is your
responsibility. Do not look for your self-worth in the eyes
of people; look for your worth from within your
conscience. If your conscience is at peace then you will
ascend high and if you truly know yourself then what is
said about you will not harm you.

Do not carry the worries of this life because this is for
Allah. And do not carry the worries of sustenance
because it is from Allah. And do not carry anxiety for the
future because it is in the Hands of Allah. Carry one
thing: pleasing Allah. Because if you please Him, He
pleases you, fulfills you and enriches you.

Do not weep from a life that made your heart weep. Just
say, “Oh Allah compensate me with good in this life and
the hereafter.” Sadness departs with a sajda. Happiness
comes with a sincere dua. Allah does not forget the good
you do, nor does He forget the good you did to others



and the pain you relieved them from. Nor will He forget
the eye which was about to cry but you made it laugh.

Live your life with this principle: be good even if you do
not receive good, not because for other's sake but
because Allah loves those who do good.”
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The Prophet g said: “Indeed, the greatness of reward
depends on the hardness of test. Indeed, if Allah loves
certain people, He will test them. Whoever is pleased
with the test will obtain His pleasure. Whoever detests it
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will obtain His detest.
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Imam Ibn al-Qayyim ... listed 10 ways of attaining

114
Allah's love

1) Recitation of the Quran with reflection and with
understanding of its meanings.

2) Seeking closeness to Allah by performing voluntary
deeds after having performed obligatory ones, for that
leads one to the highest levels of love.

3) Remembering Allah during every situation — with one's
time, heart and deeds, one’s share of that love is to the
degree of one’s share in that remembrance.

4) Preferring what He loves to what you love when your
desires are strong.

5) Allowing your heart to reflect on His Names and
Attributes.

6) Reflecting on His many favors and blessings, both the
apparent ones and hidden ones, for that leads to His
love.

7) Having your heart softened as it is worshipping Allah.

8) Being alone with Him in worship when He descends
during the last third of the night. And this means to
invoke Him, to recite His Speech, to stand with all
sincerity and with good manners and with good



submission, and then to end that with repentance and
with seeking His forgiveness.

9) Sitting with those who are truthful in their love of Allah.

10) Staying away from all that creates barriers between
the heart and Allah.
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lbn al-Jawzi ... said in his writings: “Malik b. Dinar said,
‘As much as you grieve for this world, the fear of the Day
of Judgment leaves your heart.’ Thus, as it is evident that
sadness accompanies the heart of the righteous,
excessive sadness therefore should be avoided. That is
because one should feel sad regarding what he has
missed, and | have already clarified the way to recant.

The best of the cures for sadness is to know that one
cannot bring back what he has missed, rather by feeling
sad he is adding another misfortune to the already
existing misfortune ultimately making two misfortunes. A
misfortune should not be made heavier by being
saddened by it, rather it should be eased and pushed
away. lbn ‘Amr said, “If Allah takes something away from
you, get busy with anything that will not make you think
about it.” In addition, what Allah gives you in place of
what was taken away from you makes that easier.
However, if there is nothing that can make the matter
easier, then one should struggle to push away sadness
from his heart.

Know that what calls to sorrow and sadness is hawa (the
ego’s propensities) not the mind, simply because the
mind does not call to that which is not useful. One should
know that the matter, eventually, will get easier after
some time, therefore he should strive to bring forward
that which is supposed to happen then (i.e. comfort) so
that he relaxes during the time of difficulty until such ease
and comfort is achieved. One of the things that make



sorrow and sadness disappear is knowing that it is

useless, believing in its reward and remembering those
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who are afflicted with worse misfortunes.

lbn al-Jawzi -.... speaks of worry and sadness: “Ghamm
(grief) occurs due to misfortunes that happened in the
past while hamm (worry) occurs due to an expected
misfortune in the future. When someone has the feeling
of grief in regard to his past sins, his grief will benefit him,
because he is rewarded for it. Whoever worries about a
good deed he wishes to do; his worry will benefit him as
well. However if someone grieves for something that he
missed from this world, then [he should know] that the
missed thing will not return and that grief harms, so
practically he is adding harm to harm, as | have
mentioned in the previous chapter.

A resolute person should protect himself from what
brings about grief, and that is losing an object he loves.
Therefore, whoever has many objects that he loves, his
grief increases, and whoever decreases his objects of
love his grief decreases accordingly. Someone may say,
when | have no objects of love | also still have grief, we
affirm this, but we say to him; your grief over not having a
loved one is not even a tenth of the grief experienced by
the one who has lost a loved one. Have you not noticed
that the one who does not have a child lives in grief but
not as much as the one who lost his child? Moreover
when a person becomes accustomed to what he loves
and enjoys it for a long period of time, it takes over his
heart, therefore when he loses it he will feel the
bitterness of his loss which will be greater than all the
satisfaction he had during his lifetime. This is because the
loved one is corresponding to the self just as health



corresponds to it, which causes the self not to find
satisfaction except in it, for its absence disturbs it.

A poet said: “The prudent imagines in himself his
tribulations before they befall him. If they suddenly befall
him, they do not surprise him because he had already
imagined them. And the ignorant trusts the days, and he
forgets the demise of those who came before him.”

This is why the self grieves for its loss much more than it
rejoices in its presence, because the inner self believes
that what it had was its given right to possess. Therefore
a wise person should monitor the closeness between
himself and his beloved to ensure it remains moderately
balanced. However if he requires that which brings about
grief (i.e. some object or person), then the cure is first to
believe in predestination and that whatever Allah
predestines is going to happen. He should then know
that life is founded on distress, all constructed buildings
shall eventually be ruined, all gatherings shall eventually
depart, and whoever wants the lasting of what does not
last is like he who wants what does not exist to exist.
Therefore he should not ask of life what it was not
created for.

A poet said: “It [the worldly life] is founded on distress
yet you want it, free of harm and distress.” One should
imagine that what befell him is multiplied, for this is when
what he suffers will be easier on him. It is a habit of smart
porters to put something heavy on top of what they are
carrying, and then after taking a few steps, to remove the
heavy object as that makes what they are carrying feel
lighter. One should also wait, in times of prosperity for an
attack of tribulation, so that if any tribulation befalls him,
he should think of what remains instead of what he has



lost so that when part of that befalls him it becomes very
easy on him. An example is when someone loses some
money, so he counts what remains, and then considers
the remaining as a profit. Or if someone imagines that he
loses his eyesight, so that when he has ophthalmia, it
becomes easy on him to bear this illness; likewise with
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other harmful matters.”
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“The one who goes against his whims and desires,

Shaytan flees from his shadow.”' "/

On the other hand, the one who follows his whims and
desires will feel a sense of humiliation, indignity,
worthlessness and insignificance, which is the punishment
that Allah has decreed for those who disobey Him as al-
Hasan ... said: “Even if they ride the finest of mounts,
the effect of sin will never depart from them. Allah insists
that the one who disobeys Him will be humiliated.”

Allah, may He be glorified and exalted, has connected
strength to obedience to Him, and humiliation to
disobedience to Him. Allah says:

“But honor, power and glory belong to Allah, and to His
Messenger g and to the believers.”
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
